Summary and Explanation

The Epstein-Barr virus (EBV), also called Human Herpesvirus 4 (HHV-4), is a virus of the
Herpes family, and is one of the most common viruses in humans. The virus can
execute many distinct programs of gene expression, which can be broadly categorized
as being Iytic cycle or latent cycle. The Iytic cycle, or productive infection, results in
staged expression of several viral proteins with the ultimate objective of producing
infectious virions. The latent cycle (lysogenic) programs are those that do not result in
production of virions. A very limited, distinct set of viral proteins are produced during
latent cycle infection. These include Epstein Barr nuclear antigens EBNA-1, EBNA-2,
EBNA-3A, EBNA-3B, EBNA-3C, EBNA-leader protein (EBNA-LP), latent membrane
proteins LMP-1, LMP-2A and LMP-2B and the Epstein-Barr encoded RNAs (EBERs). In
addition, EBV codes for at least twenty microRNAs which are expressed in latently
infected cells.

Presentation

EBV antibody is a mouse monoclonal antibody derived from cell culture supernatant
that is concentrated, dialyzed, filter sterilized and diluted in buffer pH 7.5, containing
BSA and sodium azide as a preservative.

Specimen Preparation

Paraffin sections: The antibody can be used on formalin-fixed paraffin-embedded
(FFPE) tissue sections. Ensure tissue undergoes appropriate fixation for best results.
Pre-treatment of tissues with heat-induced epitope retrieval (HIER) is recommended
using Bio SB ImmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate (BSB 0020-BSB 0023), ImmunoDNA
Retriever with EDTA (BSB 0030-BSB 0033) or ImmunoDNA Digestor (BSB 0108-0112).
See reverse side for complete protocol. Tissue should remain hydrated via use of Bio SB
Immuno/DNA Washer solutions (BSB 0029 & BSB 0042).

Frozen sections and cell preparations: The antibody can be used for labeling
acetone-fixed frozen sections and acetone-fixed cell preparations.



Staining Procedure

1. Cut and mount 3-5 micron formalin-fixed paraffin-embedded tissues on positively
charged slides such as Bio SB Hydrophilic Plus Slides (BSB 7028).

2. Air dry for 2 hours at 58° C.

3. Deparaffinize, dehydrate and rehydrate tissues.

4. Subject tissues to heat induced epitope retrieval (HIER) using a suitable retrieval solution
such as ImmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate (BSB 0020-BSB 0023) or EDTA (BSB 0030-

BSB 0033).

5. Any of three heating methods may be used:

a. TintoRetriever Pressure Cooker or Equivalent

Place tissues/slides in a staining dish or coplin jar containing the InmunoDNA Retriever
with Citrate or EDTA, and place on trivet in the pressure cooker. Add 1-2 inches of distilled
water to the pressure cooker and turn heat to high. Incubate for 15 minutes. Open and
immediately transfer slides to room temperature.

b. TintoRetriever PT Module or Water Bath Method

Place tissues/slides in a pre-warmed staining dish or coplin jar containing the InmunoDNA
Retriever with Citrate or EDTA at 95°-99° C. Incubate for 30-60 minutes.

¢. Conventional Steamer Method

Place tissues/slides in a pre-warmed staining dish or coplin jar containing the InmunoDNA
Retriever with Citrate or EDTA in a steamer, cover and steam for 30-60 minutes.

6. After heat treatment, transfer slides in InmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate or EDTA to
room temperature and let stand for 15-20 minutes.

7. For manual staining, perform antibody incubation at ambient temperature. For
automated staining methods, perform antibody incubation according to instrument
manufacturer's instructions.

8. Wash slides with InmunoDNA washer or DI water.

9. Continue IHC staining protocol. Wash slides between each step with InmunoDNA
washer solution.
